Northland:  Should be in every garden, good in display vases. 

Manawatu:  Flowers early and repeats well, dark green foliage, little untidy, very healthy but 

not as healthy in the wet. 

Horowhenua:  Love the colour, always in flower, very vigorous and healthy, spicy fragrance. 

Wairarapa:  Unusual colour but I like it, always in bloom. 

PJ's Rose (Kortanken)      Bright red

Awards: Certificate of Merit, NZRS Trials, Palmerston North 2004, Children’s Choice 

Award, NZ Rose of the Year trials, 2008. 

Garden: 7.2  Exhibition: 6.7  Height:  Medium    Health:  7.3        Fragrance:  3.0 

Northland:  Bright colour, large heads are too big for exhibiting, a good garden rose. 

Waikato: First year in garden, looks good so far. 

Bay of Plenty: Nice orange/red floribunda. 

Horowhenua:  Puts up large stems of glowing red regularly throughout the season. 

Wairarapa:  A mass of glowing red flowers all season. 

Central Otago:  Good clear red, good sized flowers on each cluster.

Porcelain (Simpore)       Cream with pink edge 

Parentage: Raspberry Ice x Reflections   Breeder: Simpson 2006 

Awards: Silver Star of the City of Palmerston North and Certificate of Merit, NZRS trials, 

Palmerston North 2003. 

Garden: 7.6  Exhibition:  8.0  Height:  Medium    Health:  7.8       Fragrance:  3.2 

Northland:  Large head for exhibiting, healthy upright habit. 

Waikato: Healthy, glossy foliage, large and small heads for exhibiting, rain can spot blooms. 

Matamata:  Good heads for showing, delicate colour, healthy growth. 

Manawatu: Upright habit, glossy dark green foliage, quite healthy, produces good stems, 

weather can mark the blooms. 

South Canterbury:  Very healthy, and doing well. 

Star Quality (Somsmoko)      Coral pink

Awards: Gold Star of the South Pacific, NZRS trials, Palmerston North 2004. 

Garden: 6.3  Exhibition:  5.7  Height:  Medium    Health:  6.9        Fragrance:  2.9 

Northland:  Unusual colour, heads are very large. 

Waikato: Low growing with reasonable health, flowers are an unusual smoky pink. 

Matamata:  Low growing spreading bush. 

Bay of Plenty:  Very bright pink but fades badly in summer. 

Gisborne:  Not doing well, not enough flowers. 

South Canterbury:  Very promising and doing well in this district. 

North Otago: Unusual coral pink, often very large flower heads, good garden rose. 
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Summer Passion (Marquizzical)     Soft apricot pink  

Parentage: Unknown      Breeder: Martin 2007 

Garden:  5.8  Exhibition:  5.0  Height:  Medium to Tall   Health:  6.7     Fragrance:  3.0 

Waikato: Makes a great show in the garden with lots of lovely blooms of mixed shades of 

pink to yellow, stamens brown off quickly, healthy.

Franklin:  Flowers from the beginning of spring right through to winter, always a picture, 

great health. 

Tropical Delight (also known as Lady Contesse)   (Norcontesse) Raspberry red/yellow

Garden: 7.7  Exhibition:  7.0  Height:  Medium    Health:  7.4        Fragrance:  4.0 

Northland:  Looks good in a vases, makes great show of cream edged red flowers, short 

stems, healthy bushy plant. 

Matamata:  Makes great show in garden, plenty of flowers, good health, good to repeat. 

Marlborough: Good growth and health, most attractive blooms, lovely bicolour shades, well 

spaced flowers, quick repeat, excellent for exhibiting  or floral art. 

White Romance (Somhitmas)     White 

Parentage: Anniversary x Sky Tower    Breeder: Somerfield 2007 

Awards: Certificate of Merit, NZRS trials, Palmerston North 2005 

Garden: 7.9  Exhibition:  7.9  Height:  Medium    Health:  7.8        Fragrance:  3.5 

Auckland:  Vigorous, healthy in every way, plenty of blooms, wouldn't be without it. 

Waikato: Must have, great for home or exhibition, lasts really well in vase. Slow to establish 

but once it is growing well it is stunning, lovely dark green foliage with lots of persil white 

blooms, black spot can annoy. 

Matamata:  Healthy, lots of flowers, good repeat. 

Te Awamutu:  Very healthy, bright green foliage, flowers profusely, small and large stems. 

Bay of Plenty: Superb garden and show rose. 

Manawatu:  Great garden rose, glossy matt green foliage, nice heads, but stems can't hold 

flowers in windy or wet conditions. 

Kapiti:  Strong healthy bush, not a lot of blooms. Nice clean white bloom, good foliage. 

Hutt Valley:  Very healthy and good for exhibiting. 

Marlborough:  Very healthy, flowers last on the bush or in a vase, good for small or large 

stems. 

Canterbury:  Great flower, late to bloom but worth it. 

South Canterbury:  Healthy, flowers a bit scrappy on bushes. 

North Otago:  Lots of blooms, looks promising.
